Refurbishment gets the green light

A Cambridge technology company has launched a new energy saving and environmentally friendly replacement for the widely used fluorescent tube, NET LED Lighting.

For some time now lighting has been a major issue in the EU and has resulted in a worldwide ban on incandescent light bulbs by the year 2020. It is expected that further studies will result in a push for commerce to look seriously at saving energy in business, with both the government and certain green financial institutions offering support to those businesses that embrace new energy saving technology.
