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Signage lighting by LED Tubes

The use of backlit signs, whilst improving visibility, has always raised issues which can now be resolved. The longevity of the lighting tube used in the sign is of paramount importance as when it fails so does the sign. It also means a costly maintenance call out, and of course when lighting signs, there is the all important cost of electricity. 
Earlier this year, a Cambridge technology company launched a new energy saving and environmentally friendly replacement for the widely used fluorescent tube, NET LED Lighting™. These environmentally friendly tubes, which are available in a number of lengths and shades, typically last over six years which is at least three times longer than a conventional fluorescent, thus reducing the frequency of replacements. When eventually they do fail, as the tubes are packed with LED’s, there is no sudden loss of light necessitating the immediate change of the tube. As some LED’s fail the overall light will effectively start to dim, so failure is a slow and gradual process over months or even years allowing plenty of time to arrange a convenient time to change the tube.
Advances in LED technology have enabled LED tubes to be produced which simply replace the existing fluorescent ones, providing the same amount of light but with a 65% reduction in electricity consumption. Whilst this in itself provides enough reason to switch, the savings in maintenance costs are significant as during the life time of a NET LED Tube™ you would have had to incur the labour and capital cost of replacing at least 3 fluorescent tubes.

If all the above weren’t enough, when it comes to disposal there are none of the restrictions associated with its fluorescent counterpart... When the LED tube comes to the end of its life it is much more easily recyclable having none of the toxic polluting chemicals such as phosphor, mercury and lead often found in fluorescent tubes.

For some time now, the energy consumption associated with lighting has been a major issue in the EU and has resulted in a worldwide ban on incandescent light bulbs by the year 2020. It is expected that further studies will result in a push for businesses to look seriously at saving energy in the work place, with both the government and certain green financial institutions offering support to those businesses that embrace new energy saving technology.
